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NOTICE OF RACE

1. RULES 

1.1
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2016-2020 (RRS) and the Sailing Instructions and any local Sailing Instructions
1.2
The class rules of the B14 Class Association will apply
1.3
The organising authority is Whitstable Yacht Club in association with the B14 Class Association. In the event of any conflict, the Sailing Instructions and local Sailing Instructions shall prevail.

2. ADVERTISING 

2.1
Boats may be required to display on the front 25% of their hull any advertising chosen and supplied by the B14 Class Association.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

3.1
The regatta is open to all boats of the B14 class
3.2 At least one crew member of each boat must be a member of the B14 Class Association

3.3 Only UK Association members are eligible for the GUL Open Meeting
3.4 The GUL Open Meeting is open to all UK and none UK Association members. 

4. ENTRY FEES

4.1
Entries shall be made using the event entry form. Cost £40.00
4.2 All Helms and Crews under 18 years of age must submit declarations signed by their Parent or Guardian.
5. SCHEDULE

Registration and will take place at Whitstable Yacht Club from 1000 hrs to 1130 hrs on Saturday 1st June 2019.  Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee

The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 1225 hrs on Saturday 1st June 2019. The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each following day will be 1055 hrs

A competitors briefing will be held at 1100 hrs on Saturday 1st June 2019

6. MEASUREMENTS

6.1
The B14 Class Association reserves the right to undertake measurement of the competing boats to ensure compliance with the B14 Class Rules. 
6.2
Total base weight, including hull, wings, nets, kite bag, ropes, boom, pole and pins, shall weigh no less than 91.0 kg. Every boat shall also comply with class rule C.6.1 Weight. The B14 Class Association/Event committee reserve the right to weigh any competing boat during the event. It is upon the competitor to make sure their boat complies.
7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The Sailing Instructions will be issued at registration and will also be available in advance from www.b14.org 

8. SAILING AREA 

8.1 
Courses will be set in Whitstable Bay, approximately North West of Whitstable Yacht Club. 
8.2
Courses will be windward/leeward as detailed in the Sailing Instructions.

9. SCORING 

9.1
The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A will apply. 

10. PENALTY SYSTEM 

10.1
Penalty Turns as described in RRS 44.1 and 44.2 shall apply except that a 360° turn, including one tack and one gybe shall be required rather than a 720° turn. This changes rule 44.1 The Scoring Penalty, rule 44.3, will not apply.

11. PRIVATE SUPPORT BOATS

11.1
During racing support boats shall remain more than 100 metres from the course area except when asked to assist by the Race Committee.

12. BERTHING

12.1
Boats shall be kept in the Whitstable Yacht Club dinghy park.

13. PRIZES

13.1
Prizes will be awarded for both Grand Prix and Classic B14s. Further prizes will be awarded dependent on the number of entries

13.2 The prize giving shall be held in the clubhouse as soon as possible after racing on Sunday 2nd June.
14. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

14.1
Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:

a) they are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;

b) they are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore;

c) they accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;

d) their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;

e) the provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities;

f) the provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically provided in the circumstances;

g) it is their responsibility to familiarise themselves with any risks specific to this venue or this event referred to in the Sailing Instructions and to attend any safety briefing held at the venue; and

h) their boat is adequately insured, with cover of at least £3,000,000 against third party claims.

15. SAFETY REGULATIONS – SIGNING OUT and SIGNING IN
15.1
Personal buoyancy –Personal Floatation Devices for all crew members shall be worn at all times during racing. Wetsuits or dry suits are not personal floatation devices. Flag “Y” will not be displayed. This alters RRS 40. A tally system shall be in use. The tally number will be issued at registration. All competitors shall tally out on the box provided, before launching and shall tally back in after coming ashore ASAP, and certainly WITHIN 30 MINUTES OF THE FINISH OF THE LAST BOAT IN THE LAST RACE OF THE DAY. This procedure is for the safety of competitors, so that the organisers know who is afloat and ashore if an emergency arises. The penalty for failure to comply with this instruction will be 5 points added to the boat’s series score for each infringement, without a hearing. Serial offenders may result in disqualification or a £10 fine, which will be donated to the RNLI.

Whitstable is just 60-minute drive from the fringes of London, and only 45 minutes from the M25 and Dartford Tunnel. In addition, Victoria or Cannon Street train stations are less than 90 minutes, including the 10-minute walk from the club to the railway station. For visitors from abroad, Whitstable is around 45-minute drive from the ferry at Dover or the Channel tunnel exit.

Most visitors will be travelling to Whitstable via the A299. Exit at the Whitstable junction and follow the brown signs for the harbour. These take you through Whitstable High Street. If visiting with a trailer enter the harbour and drive seaward. From there you will be able to gain access to the beach and club. 
16.2    Sat Nav location
When using sat nav to reach the club do not use the postal address as the destination. The road that the club is on, the Sea Wall, is small lane leading to a dead-end with no suitable access to the beach.

Use Whitstable Harbour on Harbour Street as the destination as this provides access to the beach for dropping off boats. The club is 30 metres from the Harbour entrance.
16.3    Car parking: The closest car park is Gorrell Tank, 200 metres east of the harbour.
